Content:

The board contains cells with 36 words- 6 categories of 6 words each-including six words from the current lesson, (Lesson 49), six words from the previous lesson (-le), and four other groups of words from previous lessons. This helps teach the current and most recent lessons, and provides review of previous material.

How to Play:
1. Roll the die.

2. Read a word with the same number as the die.

3. Place one colored counter on the word if read (and translated?) correctly.

4. The winner is the first one to have 4 in a row either vertically, horizontally or diagonally. (If more than one learner.) If there is one learner maybe five or six in a row should be required to “win” the game depending on the learner.
