The (ī) or (ē) sound
 at the end of a word
is nearly always -y. 

Exceptions: macaroni, spaghetti, vermicelli, ski, mini, taxi,
coffee, committee.
	5a. -ll, -ff, -ss

We double l, f, and s (-ll, -ff, -ss)
after a single short vowel, 
at the end of a one-syllable word.

Examples: call, tell, toss, miss, stiff, stuff.

	4. every syllable needs a vowel, -es

In English, every syllable must have at least one vowel.

c before e, i or y makes the sound (s).

(or (sh), if it is -cious).

In words ending in a single vowel 
plus a single consonant,
 always double the last consonant before adding an ending 
beginning with a vowel.

-ck, -dge, -tch may only be used
after a short vowel.

-ch (like -tch)

Drop the final e from a root word before adding an ending beginning with a vowel –but keep it if the ending starts with a consonant.
